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Debt - the
problem with
Interest

The belief that money can make money
out of money is fundamental to the finance
systems of the Western world. Yet usury
— the lending of money with interest — is
condemned, both in the Judeo-Christian
tradition, and in Islam. It is condemned
first because it promotes the love of money
as an end, not as a means, which is the root
of all idolatry. Second, because it is income
gained without labour or risk. Third, because
it transfers resources from the already-poor
to the already-rich.

And fourth, because of the claims it makes
on the future, through fixed rates of interest.
These lead to the assumption that some-
how technology will overcome the limits
of natural resources. God gives freely, but
does he give us a blank cheque to despoil
the world?

Money itself is barren; it cannot reproduce
interest in the same way that a parent gives
birth to a child. Usury must always be at
the expense of some other person or some
future time. That is why Ann Pettifor, in her
book “The Coming First World Debt Crisis™*
says that there is an urgent need for Christian
leaders to rediscover ancient wisdom and
‘rescue usury from the usurers and from
those who collude with them’.

God has provided abundantly for his people,
but there are also limits to consumption of
his gifts. The land is to lie fallow every sev-
enth year (Leviticus 25). We are not to turn
God’s creation into a dust bowl, or people
into slaves to unremitting drudgery. Rest
and recreation are every bit as much a part
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of God’s plan for us as is work, which is a
sharing in God’s activity of creation. Debt,
and especially the debt created by usury,
works against this plan.

How do our finances reflect the God who
gives so freely?

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Gardening Tips
For September

9 This is the best month for
planting evergreens such
as conifers and rhododen-
drons while the soil is still
warm. Prune rambling roses,
cut back flowered canes near ground level,
tie in long shoots of climbing varieties be-
fore wind snaps them. Prune blackcurrants,
cut back old fruited shoots to sturdy stems.
Wash and sterilise apple and pear storage
boxes ready for your late keeping fruit.
Sow tough hardy annuals, such as alyssum,
candytuft and cornflower. Plant more spring
flowering bulbs and work plenty of bone
meal into the soil to add nourishment. This
will help the bulbs to swell in the spring.

As | watched events unfolding in
the News Broadcasts, | became aware of the
men and women of the emergencies services
and armed forces working tirelessly to give
aid to those in need; it brought to mind Mary
Sumner’s personal prayer :

All those men and women were living that
prayer touching lives as they went about
their, sometimes, dangerous duties.

She
was the founder of the Mother’s Union in
1876 in the small village of Old Alresford,
Hampshire, an organisation standing today
for Christian care of families worldwide
with a membership of 3% million in more
than seventy countries around the world.

During our service, we prayed for all who
worked in the emergency services and
armed forces, often in dangerous conditions,
and on whom the lives of others so largely
depend.

Mather, who delighted us with a presenta-
tion of the history of the Mother’s Union,
narrated by Miss Patricia Reynolds. There
followed by a picture story of our Lady Day
Service and our visit to St James the Great in

Thank you Patricia and
Barry for giving us a delightful afternoon’s
entertainment.

Caris
is a new, glossy, teenage lifestyle magazine
for 11 to 16-year-old girls with *‘minds as
well as bodies’.

The 48-page, handbag-sized publication
includes real-life stories, fashion, music,
beauty, campaigns and reviews — all in-
formed by Christian values, but without
being preachy.

Christine Miles, Editor of Caris said, ‘Girls
have big questions to deal with. In our target
age-range, girls are changing from children
into adults. They have questions about
themselves and the world around them. Part
of the job of Caris is to help girls to think
through serious topics.

‘Girls don’t need more pressure to buy
things. Caris features new products, events,
festivals, fashion and accessories etc. But
our editorial doesn’t push a ‘must have —
must buy’ agenda or unrealistic, celebrity
lifestyles.’

In arecent feature on a pilot edition of Caris,
the Independent on Sunday asked teenage
girls about the magazines aimed at their age
group. Tayra Fuentes, 13, said: ‘Other maga-
zines make you feel like you're growing up
too quickly - you've got to get a boy, got to
wear lots of make-up. This one shows there
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are other things to worry about, like school
and friends and sports.’

Caris magazine has been developed by the
Church Times with the backing of individu-
als — called Caris Angels — as well as trusts
and charities; 50,000 copies of the first issue
were to be distributed free at youth festivals
and through youth groups nationally in
August and September. The cover price is
£2.50, but youth groups ordering more than
10 copies pay only £1 a copy. For details
or to become a Caris Angel visit www.car-
ismag.co.uk or write to Caris, 13-17 Long
Lane, London, EC1A 9PN.
